Bainbridge Sportsman’s Club 

Information 
 
 

 
Bainbridge Sportsman’s Club is located in Bainbridge, PA West-Northwest of York, PA 
along the Susquehanna River.  Bainbridge is a 27 acre spring fed lake which was 
formerly the Billmeyer limestone quarry.  It has depths to 120’, several access areas, a 
bathhouse, camping area, snack shack and dive store with airfills available (NO 
NITROX).   
 
The Atlantic Edge Dive Center instructional team frequently uses Bainbridge for 
Advanced and Rescue classes due to its topography and features.   Visibility at 
Bainbridge varies from poor to moderate, depending on the time of year.  There are 
numerous vehicles, boats, and platforms at various depths to dive on and practice your 
skills.

Directions (see attached maps) 
From I-495 (Washington Beltway) 
Take I-95 North to I-695 (Baltimore Beltway) toward Towson.  Take I-83 North to York, 
PA, Takeexit 21A at US 30 East (Arsenal St.).  When US 30 crosses the Susquehanna 
River take the first exit to Route 441.  Two quick right turns at STOP signs gets you off 
the highway and onto Route 441 going NORTH.  Continue NORTH for approximately 8 
miles to BSC.  As landmarks look for the Blue Note Motor Inn on the right side of the 
Road in Marietta, a power plant on the left, and then look for the wooden tower with a 
large dive flag, marking the entrance to Bainbridge Sportsman’s Club. 
 
Alternate Directions:  From Georgia Ave (Route 97) go NORTH to Route I-70, head 
EAST to I-695 (Baltimore Beltway) and get onto the Beltway going toward Towson.  
Continue directions as above. 
 
Approximate drive time is 2 to 2 ½ hours from Gaithersburg, MD
